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View from just east of the summit of Sgorr Dhonuill, looking north. In the foreground
are prominent cliffs of resistant porphyritic granite, occupying the centre of the
Ballachulish Igneous Complex. Below the cliffs are the forested slopes of Gleann a’
Chaolais, underlain by diorite of the igneous complex. Across Loch Leven, spanned
by the Ballachulish Bridge, lic North Ballachulish and the hills of Nether Lorn,
underlain by Dalradian metasediments. The small tidal island forming a promontory
on the west side of the small anchorage cast of North Ballachulish contains incipiently
cordierite-spotted phyllites of the Leven Schist, and marks the outer margin of the
thermal aurcole in this area
